Enrichment:  Offered to all MG Students and run by parent volunteers.  The programs are solely funded by your PTA mem-
bership dues and fundraising efforts.  Time commitments vary.

Fundraising:  is essential so that we can continue all of the various programs throughout the school year.  Maple Grove has 
typically raised over $40,000 a year to fund technology and programs. 
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These invaluable programs are offered to all Maple Grove students.  They are run solely by parent volun-
teers and are funded by your PTA membership dues and PTA fundraising efforts.  These programs are 
very successful and participation is high among all grade levels.  So please take time to review the next 
section to see if there are any areas where you may be able to volunteer your time.  The quality of these 
programs and the number of children who are able to participate is directly tied to the number of parent 
volunteers.   
 
These programs require varying time commitments, some for 1 day, some require weekly meetings but all 
time volunteered here is working directly with the students of Maple Grove. 

Destination Imagination (DI) 
 
DI is an international creative problem solving program for 
students in kindergarten through college levels.  It teaches 
problem solving, teamwork, and life skills. 
 
Teams of 2-7 students are formed to solve 1 of 5 chal-
lenges that are released annually.  Teams present their 
challenge solution at a competition in March. 
 
DI is fun for coaches too! Volunteer coaches are needed to 
match the quantity of children interested. Training and 
ideas are readily available. 
 
Practice begins (at the coaches’ discretion) between Octo-
ber and January.  Final competitions will take place in April.
